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SRI K. B. G. HAJA SHERIFF : Mr. Speaker, 5ir, it 1s really 4.18
very gratifying to note that His Excellency the Governor was good p.m-

enough to address the joint session of the Liegislature on the 1st
May giving out the important features of the State.

(Deputy Speaker in the Chair.)

In his Address, the Governor has appreciated the disciplined
manner 1n which the voters /exereised their franchise, the co-opera-
tion extended by the differemt politieitl parties and the efficiency
with which the officials conducted the election without any inci-
dent. It is very much to bé _appreciated that the success of the
recent general election, wlhich ended without any untoward inci-
dent, is mainly due to the co-operatioil of the people and the officials.
Some hon. Members on the Opposite Side complained that the
Ministers used their officialdom for the success of the members of
their party in the election. If only the Ministers had used the »
officialdom or sought the co-operation of the officials, the result of
the election would have been entirely different. If there had been
any one party which exercised a restraining influence and great care
in the scrupulous observance of correct principles, it is the Congress
Partv. So the manner in which the election was conducted should
not be opposed for the sake of opposition.

His Excellency the Governor has said that the food position 1n
the State 1s in a very satisfactory position except in one or two dis-
tricts. I am sure that with the supplies to be received from the
Centre, the Government will be in a position to open as many fair
price shops as possible wherever they are necessary =o that we can
obviate any difficulty in any part of the State.

The Governor has referred to the Second Five-Year Plan and
has said that the Government are very much concentrating on the
improvement of the condition ol the people through the medinm of
this Plan. T would like to make one submission to the Hon. Minister
for Industries and TLabour. He should find out the industries that
could be started in each district, and start at least one major indus-
try in each district so that we could solve the problem of unemploy-
ment both among the educated and the uneducated yvoungsters. 1t
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
